AMCatKMC interviewed Mr. Ashwani Kumar
Chand, who is an IPS from 2000 batch. He is the
first officer of all India service who received one
the highest civilian awards of the Sikkim,
Sikkim Sewa Samman. Currently, posted as
Resident Commissioner, Sikkim House in New
Delhi.. For his meritorious service, he had
received a Police medal earlier. He played a vital
role in the Police modernization in Sikkim.

It's an honor to have your acquaintance
considering your inspiring and insightful
journey. We'd appreciate it if you could begin
by sharing a bit about your background and
professional journey.

I am Ashwini Chand. I graduated in '93 with a
degree in Geography Honors. During my time
at college, I stayed in the hostel, specifically in
room number 49, 75, and also in room number
65, which belonged to Amitabh Bachchan. After
that, I pursued my post-graduation at the Delhi
School of Economics, engaged in some
coaching, and subsequently got selected for the
civil services. Currently, I am posted as the
Resident Commissioner at Sikkim House in
New Delhi.

Sir, may we know the academic discipline you
pursued during your time at Kirori Mal
College?

My course was Geography Honors. My wife
also studied Geography Honors, and my
daughter is currently in her third year of
Geography Honors at Miranda House.

You must have a lot of memories from the
college hostel, sir. Among those, are there any
moments you'll never forget? Are there any
you would like to share?

I have countless memories from my time there. I
learned a great deal about life, including how to
manage stress, deal with problems, foster
friendships, and care for others. While we were
students, there was an agitation happening, and
the Chamoli earthquake struck. Being part of the
NSS, we took two trucks filled with blankets and
warm clothing from the college to Chamoli. As
for unforgettable hostel memories, one of the
highlights was our ragging. After we were
ragged, we had our freshers' night in Goa. The
entire hostel went to Miramar beach in Goa,
where we introduced ourselves. Traditionally,
juniors introduced themselves to seniors for



three months, but on that special day, seniors
introduced themselves to the juniors. When it
was my turn, all my juniors stood on the
balconies, turned off the hostel lights, and
shouted many kind words at me! That love and
affection still stays with me today. I want to
mention that the Kirori Mal College Hostel
Foundation was established during the COVID-
19 pandemic. We had an informal WhatsApp
group since 2016, but during the crisis, everyone
stood by each other. We lost around ten to
twelve people during that time, and we
managed to raise approximately 70 to 80 lakh
rupees for the families of our lost friends. This
experience made us realize the need for such a
body to take care of our community. The hostel
is the heart of the college, housing students from
all departments, allowing for a wide-reaching
impact. This foundation was born out of that
idea and crisis, and today we have a platform
recognized by the college. We are incredibly
grateful to the college, especially to the
principal, the governing council chairman, and
the governing council for providing us with
recognition and space on the college website.
This is a unique initiative, the first of its kind in
the country, as an alumni foundation
specifically for a hostel. It emerged from a crisis,
and we have taken our first steps today, hoping
for a bright future with you all carrying this
legacy forward.

What message would you like to give to all the
students aspiring to become civil servants? Do
you have any guidance for the college and
hostel students that could serve as a guiding
lightin their lives?

I believe the basics are essential: first, you
should focus on reading your textbooks.
Websites and YouTube are helpful, but never
overlook your textbooks. Second, perseverance
is key. Finally, what your teachers convey in
class can be priceless — those insights may never
be repeated in the next class. If you capture that
knowledge and incorporate it into your
answers, you will provide original responses
that give you an edge. I believe these are the
critical components needed for success.

Were you involved in any societies or sports
during college?

I was part of the NSS and played basketball and
football. We would even play in the rain, taking
aball to the field in front.

What was your relationship with the warden at
that time?

The wardens were like friends to us. They
would visit our rooms, socialize in the hostel,
and have dinners with us. There was a genuine
camaraderie. Mahajan Sir was our friend, and
Kadyan Sir was the principal. They were all
friendly figuresin our lives.

Is there any teacher, professor, or person from
the hostel who has inspired you in your
journey towards the UPSC civil service
examination and helped you on your career
path?

On the teachers' front, we had Mr. Majumdar.
He never taught us in a traditional sense;
instead, he engaged us in conversations that
were truly enlightening. He taught us to look at
subjects with depth, emphasizing that concepts
are more important than examples and facts.
Another inspiring figure was Miss Seema
Parihar, who facilitated my admission, for
which I am incredibly grateful. Additionally,
our colleague from the hostel, Mr. Sanjay
Prasad, has also been an inspiration. Currently,
he serves as the Principal Secretary to the Chief
Minister of Uttar Pradesh. We had luminaries
among us who had gone on to achieve IAS or
IPS credentials. At one point, a mini bus used to
depart from our hostel to LBSNAA in
Mussoorie, carrying these successful
individuals, which was truly motivational.  am
also thankful for our mess staff, who prepared
meals for us late at night. We often enjoyed
dishes like rajma chawal or parathas, having
dinner around two or three in the morning after
long study sessions. I'm genuinely grateful to all
these people. This institution is remarkable.

As part of the journey, preparing for the UPSC
civil service examination requires personal
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development, including interaction with
others. College is an excellent place for such
interactions. Do you have any messages for
students about the importance of interactions
beyond academics? Can you share some of
your favorite spots for such gatherings?

Interactions teach you a lot, especially
interpersonal skills. They help you learn how to
handle arguments, individual biases, and how
to present the right arguments. Engaging in
discussions and debates was an integral aspect
of our hostel and college life. Even when we
debated seemingly trivial topics, our
arguments were substantial and fact-based. It
wasn't about one-upping each other; rather, it
fostered an atmosphere of intellectualism in
our informal living. I was a geographer, while
others were historians, political scientists, or
sociologists, and we enriched each other's
understanding through our discussions. Our
favorite gathering spots, like Panditji's tea stall
outside the hostel and the college canteen, were
where we'd hang out and discuss anything,

including daily news items. Every interaction
was fruitful and educational, and I can
confidently say that every minute spent in such
discussions was worth reading ten books.

Many students today are preparing for the
civil services examination, but increased
competition often leads to stress. What advice
would you give on balancing preparation
with stress management?

First and foremost, believe in yourself. You are
in a college where 95% of students nationwide
aspire to be. You are part of the top 5%, which
gives you an edge. Second, be cautious about
unnecessary distractions, particularly on social
media. Focus on your textbooks. Remember,
competition is for those who are running;
you're not running — you're already in a strong
position. You just need to cross the finish line,
and for that, you must cultivate a qualitative
edge. Avoid the rat race; don't get caught up in
it. You are on your own path, and you will cross
that finish line — believe in yourself.
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Good afternoon, sir. It's great to have you here.
Please give some introduction about yourself to
our audience.

Hello, I am Rajesh Kumar. I was a student at Kirori
Mal College from 1989 to 1992, where I completed
my Bachelor's degree in Hindi Honors. During
my time at KMC, I held the position of General
Secretary of the college union. I was actively
involved in both social activities and academics,
achieving the distinction of being the second
university topper. Currently, I work with the
Reliance Group as a Senior Vice President,
overseeing their corporate affairs in Delhi.

Sir, you have mentioned that you excelled in
both social activities and academics. Managing
these two aspects can be quite challenging for
many students. Could you please share how you
achieved this balance?

Answer: Look, you need to be very focused in life,
but that sense of focus typically does not develop
during your college days. College life involves
both studying and enjoying oneself. I wasn't
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social because I wanted to be social; I was social
because it was my nature to be with my friends
and spend time with them. As the son of a farmer,
coming from a farming background, I would
realize in the evenings that my father had sent me
to study. Therefore, I always tried to dedicate at
least one hour each day to studying after college.
That was the sincerity I maintained —not a lot, but
atleast one hour daily.

Being socially active helped me connect with
people and build strong relationships. The respect
I received from friends, seniors, and college
faculty, including teachers, the principal, and vice
principal, gave me a significant boost in life. I
realized the importance of maintaining good
relationships, which later benefited me in my
corporate career. Corporate life is not just about
academic knowledge or expertise, which
accounts for only about 30% of success. The
remaining 70% depends on interpersonal
skills—how you interact with seniors, juniors,
and your team. Teamwork is crucial for success,
as your team supports you and pushes for your
achievements.




Having a good relationship with everyone is
vital. It's important to be a dependable person,
not someone who only reaches out when they
need something and then ignores others once
the need is fulfilled. That approach is
misguided. Instead, investing time in building
relationships is essential. Even if it feels like a
waste of time sometimes, it can pay off when
either party needs help. My life motto is to stay
focused on work, develop strong interpersonal
skills, and be a dependable character. This
approach has given me the strength to achieve
my current position.

How did KMC help you? Any internships, or
what did you do to get any experience?

Tobehonest, during my time in 1992, colleges did
not organize internships as they do now. After
completing my law degree, I began working. A
senior from Kirori Mal College introduced me to
the opportunity; he recommended me. My
experiences at KMC, along with my friends from
both KMC and Delhi University, have
significantly contributed to my success and
helped me reach where I am today. I am grateful
and happy to have been a part of both
institutions.

Great to hear that, sir. So, sir, a personal
question —what was your favourite spot to go
with friends in KMC or on campus?

As a hosteler, I particularly enjoyed visiting the
places around Bara Hindu Rao for paratha bun
omelette and Shakti Nagar Ghanta Ghar for
parathas. These spots were always bustling with
people, and the relaxed atmosphere made me feel
at ease. It was a place where I could be myself
without worrying about what to say or how to say
it. Those experiences helped me become more
confident and bolder in life.

Sir, who was your favourite teacher?

That's a challenging question for me right now. I
had two teachers who were like mothers to me,
and I still maintain a close relationship with them.
They are Vidya Sinha Ma'am and Kiran Nanda
Ma'am. Both were incredibly supportive and
taught us valuable life lessons.

Thank you, sir! We hope you will come again. It
was nice meeting you.

Iwould love to come back again and again!




Sir, thank you so much for taking the time to
speak with us. To begin, could you share which
batch you were a part of, a glimpse into your
college life, and a brief overview of your
journey?

Thank you for inviting me. I joined Kirori Mal
College (KMC) in 2001 for B.Com Honors and
graduated in 2004. So, I'm from the 2001-2004
batch of B.Com Honors. I stayed in the hostel
during my time here, and I really enjoyed it. I
learned a lot, formed lifelong bonds, and created
many wonderful memories. Iwas also involved in
student elections—1I served as a Central
Councillor and was a member of the CC (Central
Council). After college, I worked for two years
and then shifted to a different industry. I pursued
a master's in Fashion Management from NIFT
(National Institute of Fashion Technology), a two-
year program, and I've been working in the
fashion industry ever since. It's been almost 19
years now. I've worked both in India and abroad,
including Dubai, and now I'm back in India.
Currently, I'm working as the Vice President of
Fashion Business at Vishal Megamart.
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The student union experience was
allowed me to interact with students acro
years —first, second, and third-year students. I
had to pitch my ideas and agendas to them, which
helped me understand their perspectives and
refine my own. It also gave me the opportunity to
connect with students from other colleges like
SRCC, Hindu, and St. Stephen's, as we had to
collaborate and vote for the Central Councillor.
Those interactions across Delhi University
campuses were truly enriching.

What was your favourite memory of campus
life? Was Sudama Ki Chai (a popular tea spot)
around back then?

No, Sudama Ki Chai wasn't there during my time.
But we used to go to Maurice Nagar late at night
for parathas. During exams, we'd study late at




night and then get hungry so we'd head there for
food. We also used to watch movies at Amba
Cinema — I'm not sureif it's still there.

After events, our group would often go to late-
night movies, enjoy parathas, take late-night
walks, and have chai. Those were great times.
There was also a famous Chole Bhature spot
called Chacha Ke Chole Bhature, which we'll
never forget. Additionally, we had a basketball
tournament organized here, which was always
fun to watch.

Were you part of the basketball team?

No, I wasn't on the team, but I used to come and
enjoy the games. The annual fest at KMC,
especially the fashion show, was always a
highlight. Everyone wanted to see it, and it was
quite eye-catching.

Since you're now in the fashion industry,
working with Vishal Megamart, many students
from our college are interested in pursuing
fashion. What advice would you give them?
How can they transition into the fashion
industry or corporate world after college?

If we're talking specifically about fashion, I'd
recommend NIFT for both undergraduate and
postgraduate courses. I did a master's in Fashion
Management, which is a two-year program that
teaches you about the fashion industry. If you're
from a commerce background, Fashion
Management is a good option. For those from a
science or technology background, there's a
master's in Fashion Technology, which is more
tech-focused. NIFT is one of the top fashion
institutes in India, and while other institutes have
emerged, NIFT remains the best in the country.

Definitely, sir. One question that often comes to
students' minds when they meet alumni is: How
did you reach your current position? Many
students don't think about entering the fashion
industry or corporate world while studying B.Com
Honors at KMC. What would you say to them?
How did KMC play a role in your career, and what
experiences did you gain after leaving college?

I think KMC's biggest advantage is its
multicultural environment. Students come from

all over the country, and you get to interact with
people from diverse backgrounds. During my
time, some classmates were already focused on
becoming CAs, while others went on to become
IAS or IRS officers. Some joined the army or
paramilitary forces, and others started their own
businesses or worked in sales and marketing. This
exposure helps you understand different career
paths. If you're interested in civil services,
business, or even teaching, KMC provides a
platform to explore those options. Many of my
classmates and juniors are now professors here.
The college also has a strong sports culture, with
many of my batchmates excelling in hockey,
cricket, and other sports. Overall, KMC gives you
well-rounded exposure, and you can choose your
pathbased on your interests.

Sir, do you have a short message or advice for
current students, something inspiring that
reflects your KMC journey?

My advice would be to enjoy your time here, work
hard, and party hard too. This is the time that will
shape your future, so make the most of it. Your 20s
are for working hard, and later, you'll have plenty
of time to enjoy the fruits of your labour.

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I am Col. Ashutosh Kumar, and I have just retired
from the Indian army. First, I want to briefly
discuss my background - I studied at KMC from
1985 to 1988 and earned my mathematics honors
here. I was a resident of the college hostel too. 1
was the secretary in the second year and president
in the 3rd year of the college tenure. Immediately
after completion of my college, I joined the Indian
army in the Sikh regiment. I am a pour infanterien
and I have just retired. Before this, I was studying
at DPS Mathura Road. I am visiting the college
for the 3rd time since I left the hostel in 1988. The
last time I visited was on 1st February when
Founders Day was commemorated.

How does it feel to come back after so long ...

When I came to this place initially as a hosteler, I
could observe a lot of problems here giving me the
motivation to contest elections for the position of
general secretary. I was able to bring about a lot of
changes in the hostel such as the food charges at that
time were Rs. 215 a month which was reduced to Rs
105 and the rental of the hostel was Rs. 120, which
was reduced to Rs. 80. It is crucial to remember that
in those days even Rs. 80 was quite high. I was able
to lead many changes that had taken place at that
time, so when I visit now, I get to be in the same
halls that I strived to improve. Nowadays due to the
Swachh Bharat Abhiyan, the campus is much
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cleaner but I remember during that time there were
no dustbins in the rooms and it was we who
introduced a common dustbin for two adjacent
rooms as everyone used to throw papers all around.

Itisalways nice to come back to my alma mater.

How KMC has shaped your life and the career
path that you opted for?

You see, I studied at DPS and at that time getting
admission for undergraduate degrees was very
tough. We had to apply to all the colleges
separately. As I got 92% in my 12th, my preference
was to join KMC, I applied and got admission here
in Mathematics (H) which was my forte. I also got
admitted to the hostel. I studied here for 3 years.
From the initial days, I wished to join the
government sector as it was a very famous as well
as the most sought-after profession at that time and
also there was not much knowledge of the private
sector anywhere in the general public spheres. So,
after receiving my result I immediately joined the
army,l didn't wait for even a single day.

Any fond memories from college days or hostel
days that you have?

There are many. In fact, 'Renaissance' which s still
being conducted, in that during my time 'ghazal'




was the most important part of it and in the 3
years, we organised the event it was graced by the
presence of Jagjit Singh, Chitra Singh, and Pankaj
Udhas. Kavita Krishnamurti came in 3rd year
along with Manna Dey. I have very fond
memories of college and it was substantiated by
my participationin a lot of college events (just like
inschool days.)

Sir, as you mentioned extracurricular activities, I
would like to enquire if you were part of
societies like the drama society or music society
in our college.

No, I was never a part of the drama society but I
was always involved in the betterment of
student's welfare including general activities, and
competitions in college. Also, I worked to ensure
that students were aware that during the
admission procedure, a lot of unfair practices took
place. As there was no online system in those
days, a lot of unfair activities used to take place
and I had to fight for the rights of the students at
that time. It was my forte.

Any teacher that motivated you, or any person
from college/hostel who was your mentor or
guide?

There are two such persons in my life. One is Mr.
Banshilal, a very good mathematician from KM
College itself. He wrote a lot of books and his son
is the current principal of Ramjas College.

The 2nd person was Dr. R. K. Kardhian. He was the
hostel warden during my time. He always
supported me in my efforts for the enhancement
and welfare of students. During his time, the
admission procedure in the hostel was very fair.

I fondly remember these two teachers who are my
role models.

What are the major changes you can observe in
the college and hostel during this visit, sir?

There are a lot of changes. Firstly, I saw a lot of
interest among students regarding NCC. There

are really large numbers enrolled in NCC,
completely in contrast to our time when only
sports persons used to join NCC because there
was a feeling/belief that only sports persons
could join the army. Well, the notion has been
broken and nowadays I find a lot of students from
varied backgrounds joining defence forces. That
is very encouraging to see. The second thing is,
now we have got a lot of ex-students doing
extremely well in various positions such as
judges, police officers, army officers, etc. And in
our time, there was hardly any. The third thing,
that I found was that students are participating in
high numbers in almost every activity,
contradictory to my time. Lastly, Littering with
paper was very common in my days but now the
cleanliness of the campus has improved which
was not there in those days.

Would you like to give any message for the
students?

Yeah, I want to give you all one message- that
there are no shortcuts in life and there is no
alternative to hard work. Remember whatever
path you choose, have faith, and keep working
hard even though you fail the first time, the
second time, try again the third time, maybe the
fourth time, or maybe even the 100thtime but
keep on working hard with intelligence and you
will succeed for sure.

First of all, thank you, sir, for taking your time. It
is very honorable to interview you today. I want
to know about your career. What course did you
pursue at Kirori Mal College, and what was your
college life like?

I'was in the Kirori Mal College hostel from 1992 to
1997. Thereafter, I taught at Kirori Mal from 2005
till 2023, and then I joined as an associate
professor at JNU. I am currently teaching there.
Additionally, I was the hostel warden from 2015
to2021.

Can you share your fondest memories at KMC
and the KMC hostel?

I came from Jaipur, and compared to Jaipur, Delhi
is a much bigger city. The kind of exposure we got
in the hostel was immense. I was also a part of
Players, the dramatic society of our college. The
exposure from theatre helped shape my learning
experience.

During my tenure as a warden, we organized
alumni meets every year, reconnecting with
former students. In fact, we started the KMCH
Alumni Foundation, and I served as its secretary.
The bond and connections we formed during that
time were truly special.

Can you talk about your career path? After
KMC, what did you pursue, and how did you
become an associate professor at JNU?

I did my master's at KMC and then stayed at the
PG Men's Hostel while completing my M.Phil.
and Ph.D. Afterward, I joined KMC as a faculty
member. It has been a great journey, filled with
learning from colleagues, friends, and students.

My field of research is cinema—I am a film
historian. I work on projects funded by ICSSR and
ICHR, primarily focusing on how cinema and
history are connected. Cinema serves as a mirror
of society and can also be seen as a historical
document.




Can you tell us about a historical movie or series
you liked?

Many films are based on history, and history itself
is open to multiple interpretations. One film that
comes to mind is Duniya Na Mane (1937), which
addressed mismatched marriages. Another is
Dahej (1950), which tackled the dowry system.

In recent times, films like Padman, which
discusses women's hygiene, have sparked
debates, while Toilet: Ek Prem Katha addresses
sanitation issues in India. 3 Idiots critiques the
education system, which often relies on rote
learning. Films encourage us to think critically,
which s essential for social change.

As a researcher, can you tell us more about your
research work?

Currently, I am working on the theme of social
reform in cinema, as well as religious and
devotional films and their role in promoting
nationalist and ethical values. Cinema alone
cannot bring social change, but it is a powerful
influence.

Nowadays, with mobile phones and social media,

many people have become influencers.
Audiovisual media plays a major role in shaping
opinions, and while it should be promoted, it also
requires regulation, especially for young
audiences.

What challenges did you face during your
research? Do you have any advice for students
aspiringto have a career in academia & research?

When 1 started, researching films in the field of
history was not widely accepted. Today, it is a
growing area of study. In 1999, when I did my
M.Phil. on films and later my Ph.D. on Italian
Neorealism and Indian cinema, research in this field
was scarce. Now, many of my Ph.D. students are
also working on films, which is a welcome change.

Lastly, any advice for KMC students and faculty,
given your experience as both a student and
teacher here?

Persistence is key. Never lose hope. If you doubt
yourself, you won't be able to achieve your goals.
Positive thinking and perseverance are essential.
Even if success takes time, you will eventually
achieveit. Thisis what I truly believe.

What is the Cause of Delhi's
Deadly Air?

Every year at the beginning of the winter season, the issue of Delhi's air quality takes over the national as
well as the global media outlets. The issue is a complex problem that is often oversimplified. Air pollution in
Delhi is a year-round problem; it is not something that suddenly flares up at the beginning of November.

The issue highlights the serious problem of unsustainable industrialization. The industries in and around
the Delhi region are among the main culprits behind Delhi's deadly air. These factories emit large quantities
of harmful toxic gases like Sulphur Dioxide, Nitrogen Dioxide and many other gases into Delhi's air.
Regulations do exist, but they are hardly enforced as evident from consistent air contamination.

The vehicular emissions from millions of cars, two-wheelers, trucks and other vehicles are also a consistent
contributor to Delhi's pollution. These vehicles release large amounts of PM 2.5 and PM 10 polluting the air
and deteriorating its quality. Every year, after the harvest of Kharif crops, farmers in Punjab, Haryana and
Uttar Pradesh burn the leftover crop stubble, producing huge amounts of smoke that eventually drifts to
Delhi due to its topography. These problems combined with bursting of firecrackers lead to smog and a
spike in Delhi's deteriorating air quality.

Delhi's landlocked geography means that there is limited wind to disperse pollutants; hence, the pollution
problem is a year-round problem. Winters lead to an increase in pollution as Temperature Inversion traps
the pollutants closer to the ground, restricting their dispersion. An increase in pollution leads to many
health problems, which are a very serious issue that poses a greater risk in the long term.

No single solution can resolve this. However, sustained agriculture, stricter emission norms, stricter
industrial regulations and effective waste management are among some of the suggested actions that can be
taken to tackle this serious problem.

Study on Virunga National Park

Haven for Biodiversity, established in 1925, the Virunga National Park is Africa's oldest national park.
Located in the Democratic Republic of Congo, it is now a UNESCO World Heritage site. Spanning over
7,800 sqgkm, the park encompasses dynamic ecosystems like forests and savannas, along with various
geomorphological features like volcanoes and lakes, and is among the most biologically diverse places
on the continent, even the whole world. Virunga National Park is home to numerous remarkable yet
endangered animal species like Mountain gorillas, African Elephants, Okapis and plant species like the
African Mahogany, African Cherry and Rattan Palm. Despite conservation efforts, Virunga National
Park's ecological significance is threatened by severe challenges, including Gorilla poaching, which
undermines protection initiatives, endangers the ecosystem and leads to habitat loss.

The Crisis of Gorilla Poaching in Virunga
Gorilla Poaching in Virunga is fueled by several factors:

e War and Civil Unrest - Armed refugees and militants from the war with the neighboring nation of
Rwanda in the east have infiltrated the DRC. This along with civil unrest in the country, has resulted
in poaching and habitat destruction.

e Poverty - People hunt Mountain Gorillas to earn money due to poverty and impoverished living
conditions.

e Traditional Beliefs - It is a popular belief among shamans and healers that the body parts of gorillas
contain medicinal properties and can also be used for magic and rituals.

e Bush Meat and Trafficking - Gorilla meat is rare and highly valued in the black market and younger
gorillas are sold as exotic pets.

e Trophies - Wealthy people hunt and kill gorillas for fun and personal entertainment, keeping their
bodies and body parts, particularly the head as trophies and decorations.

As keystone species, mountain gorillas drive seed dispersal and forest regeneration. Their loss disrupts
biodiversity, affecting other species. With a critically low population, each poached gorilla represents
significant genetic diversity loss. Protecting gorillas is crucial for maintaining Virunga's delicate
ecosystem and preserving biodiversity.

Efforts to protect gorillas in Virunga National Park include robust anti-poaching patrols, community
engagement for sustainable livelihoods, and transboundary collaboration between the DRC, Rwanda,
and Uganda. The Greater Virunga Transboundary Collaboration Treaty promotes conservation through
joint operations, habitat protection, and ecotourism, benefiting both gorillas and local economies.
Additionally, the Congolese government, through the InstitutCongolais pour la Conservation de la
Nature (ICCN), enforces anti-poaching laws and works with the Virunga Alliance to create alternative

income sources for communities, redT cing reliance onillegal activities.

How and When Data Lies

In the age of information, data has become a powerful tool
shaping decisions in science, business, and governance.
However, the phrase “data never lies” can be misleading.
While data itself is factual, its interpretation, presentation,
or manipulation can paint a deceptive picture.
Understanding when and how data "lies" is crucial for
fostering critical thinking in today's digital world.

One common example of deceptive data usage is cherry-
picking. By selectively presenting data points that supporta
desired narrative while ignoring others, a study or report
can appear credible while being fundamentally flawed. For
instance, a company may highlight a sales surge during one quarter without disclosing that overall annual
sales have declined.

Misleading visualizations are another culprit. Graphs with distorted scales, truncated axes, or
disproportionate representation can exaggerate or minimize trends. A simple bar chart with a y-axis
starting at a non-zero value might visually amplify small differences, misleading the viewer. Since our
brains process visuals rapidly, misleading charts can be a strong tool for manipulation.

Consider correlation, a statistical relationship between two variables. Correlation often tempts us to infer
causation, yet the two are not synonymous. For instance, a study might reveal a strong correlation between
the number of ice cream sales and drowning incidents. This is, of course, nonsensical —both rise during
summer months due to an external factor: warmer weather. Without careful scrutiny, such spurious
relationships can lead to flawed conclusions and misplaced actions.

The selection of datasets and samples is another common culprit. Imagine conducting a survey where 95%
of respondents hail from a specific region. While the dataset might appear substantial, its homogeneity
skews the results, rendering the conclusions unrepresentative. This bias can derail studies, especially those
informing policies or business strategies that require diverse and inclusive perspectives.

Even seemingly straightforward metrics like averages can be deceptive. An “average income” might
suggest prosperity, but it obscures income inequality, with a few high earners skewing the number.
Similarly, p-values, often hailed as the hallmark of scientific significance, can mislead when misinterpreted
or exploited through practices like p-hacking — adjusting analysis until results appear significant.

To combat these issues, it's essential to question the source of data, methodology, and underlying
assumptions. In an era dominated by algorithms and analytics, developing data literacy is as vital as
learning to read and write. By doing so, we empower ourselves to discern truth from manipulation,
ensuring data serves humanity, not the other way around.

The Fungi that scared us all

In the post-apocalyptic world of The Last of Us, a rapidly spreading pandemic—in which a mutated
Cordyceps fungus morphs people into zombie-like “infected” — besieges humanity. As the world contended
in real life with a pandemic of its own, viewers may be left wondering if the HBO series' grim portrayal of a
different kind of outbreak could become an off-screen reality. Cordyceps, or Ophiocordyceps unilateralis, is
indeed a real fungus that parasitizes the brains of insects like ants or spiders. Fortunately for humankind, while
mind-controlling fungal infections make for great television, there is no need to begin doomsday prepping.
Although an uncontrollable fungus poses a serious risk to humans, “very few fungi or Mold spread person-to-
person, so a fungal pandemic is not too likely; but with factors like climate change, we may see increasing
fungal threats.”

When we venture into nature, we breathe in thousands of fungal spores. Most of the time, this does not cause
problems in healthy people. This is because of our functioning immune systems and high body temperatures.
Most fungal species cannot grow above 98.6 degrees Fahrenheit. In fact, this is why some mycologists
hypothesize that we've evolved to have this body temperature. In some instances, infections can make the
transition from animals to humans. The Mpox viral infection, for example, was transmitted to humans through
small mammals. “But most viruses, fungi, and bacteria do not do that, there are only a rare handful that are
concerning. This doesn't include Cordyceps." In the show, the mutated Cordyceps spread rapidly to humans
through an infected food supply. It's true that we can acquire infections through what we eat, such as norovirus
or Salmonella bacteria. However, the likelihood of fungus or Mold causing problems through ingestion is low.
“Viruses are set up to spread person-to-person—we sneeze, and it can infect 20 people in the right setting.
Fungal infections come from the environment— through inhaling spores or an exposed wound. And once
you're infected, the risk of spreading it to another person is exceedingly low.” Furthermore, some fungi like
psilocybin do have mind-altering properties in humans. Fortunately, these effects wear off after the fungus
leaves the digestive system. A Cordyceps fungus that infects one ant species cannot even infect other ant
species. So, rest assured — doomsday isn't upon us just yet!

Shuttle Vectors: Bridging Multiple
Host Systems in Genetic Research

Plasmids are small, self-replicating DNA molecules that occur naturally in bacteria, fungi, and some plants.
Circular plasmids are commonly found only in Neurospora spp., while linear plasmids have been identified in
many fungi. Circular Neurospora plasmids possess replication systems that appear to represent evolutionary
intermediates between the RNA and DNA worlds. Historically, plasmids were of interest for two primary
reasons: their role in horizontal gene transfer between cells and their contribution to antibiotic resistance.

The question arises: Why do animals not have plasmid? The exclusion of plasmids from animal cells may have
been a result of the need for more precise genetic regulation and the maintenance of stability within the
organism. In multicellular organisms, uncontrolled plasmid replication could cause instability, resulting in
harmful mutations or unregulated gene expression.

Shuttle vectors are plasmid-based tools that can replicate in multiple host species, allowing genetic material to
be tested and manipulated across different cell types. The term "shuttle" is appropriate, as these vectors
function as carriers between hosts, facilitating the transfer of genes for cloning, expression, and functional
studies in organisms such as bacteria, yeast, and mammalian cells. These vectors combine elements from
different organisms, allowing them to function in both bacterial and eukaryotic cells. For example, a shuttle
vector with both a bacterial ori and a mammalian ori (e.g., SV40 ori) enables cloning in bacteria and gene
expression in mammalian cells, making them ideal for genetic research.

Plasmids and shuttle vectors are crucial in gene cloning, where DNA fragments are inserted into vectors for
amplification in host cells like bacteria or yeast. They also enable the expression of foreign genes in different
systems, aiding in the study of gene function. Shuttle vectors are employed in gene therapy to deliver
therapeutic genes, offering potential treatments for genetic disorders. They also play a vital role in vaccine
development, producing antigens that trigger immune responses without using live pathogens. In agricultural
biotechnology, plasmids, including shuttle vectors, are used for genetic modification of plants, enhancing traits
like pest resistance and nutritional value. Additionally, plasmids are important in studying antibiotic
resistance mechanisms in bacteria, facilitating the development of strategies to combat resistant infections.

Fermat's Last Theorem:
A Fascinating 350-Year Journey

Fermat's Last Theorem is among the most
well-known, mystifying, and beautiful
problems in mathematics. Put forth by the
French 17th-century mathematician Pierre
de Fermat, the so-called theorem asserts a
simple assertion- that there exist no three
positive integers a, b, and c that would
satisfy the equation an + bn = cn for any
integer 'n' greater than 2. Fermat famously
wrote in the margin of his copy of
'Arithmetica' that he had discovered a “truly
marvellous proof” but lamented that the
margin was too small to contain it. This
intrigued remark set off centuries-long
endeavour to prove him wrong, with some
of the brightest minds in mathematics
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Despite being one of the most captivating
problems in mathematics, Fermat's Last
Theorem remained unproven for 350 years, even after numerous significant contributions from
mathematicians like Leonhard Euler and Sophie Germain, all of which failed to solve the general case.

It was in 1994 that Andrew Wiles, from the UK, finally discovered a valid solution, employing new methods
involving elliptic curves and modular forms. Wiles had been working on it in secret for seven years, relying on
an idea that revealed a profound connection between algebraic geometry and number theory. Although his
original approach had flaws, Wiles, with the help of his collaborator Richard Taylor, was able to correct them,
leading to a warm reception from the mathematical community.

Fermat's Last Theorem is important not only because it was ultimately proven but also because it catalysed
progress in mathematics, particularly in number theory and algebraic geometry. While the theorem itself may
not have direct applications, it stands as a testament to human willpower and imagination, and our ability to
tackle some of the most intellectual challenges in mathematical history.

Fermat's Last Theorem is not just a mathematical problem but it is a story of ambition, intrigue, and success
surrounding the eternal allure of mathematics.

Why Staying up all night
is Kkilling you

Imagine your body as a finely tuned orchestra, with every system and process playing its part in harmony.
The conductor of this symphony? Your body's natural circadian rhythms. This internal clock,
synchronized with the 24-hour cycle of light and dark, governs nearly every biological function.

According to the National Institute of General Medical Sciences, “Circadian rhythms are the physical,
mental, and behavioural changes an organism experiences over a 24-hour cycle. Light and dark have the
biggest influence on circadian rhythms, but food intake, stress, physical activity, social environment, and
temperature also affect them. Most living things have circadian rhythms, including animals, plants, and
microorganisms. In humans, nearly every tissue and organ has its own circadian rhythm, and collectively
they are tuned to the daily cycle of day and night.”

When the circadian rhythm aligns with the external environment, the body functions optimally. However,
disruptions —such as staying up all night — can throw the system into chaos.

To better understand the title, let's break down, step by step, what happens to your body when you choose
to pull an all-nighter. At the start of the day, you feel awake, energized, and prepared to take on the world.
As the Sun sets, your eyes send signals to your body's master clock. The master clock controls all the
biological clocks in an organism. In humans, the master clock exists in the brain, alarge group of nerve cells
that form a structure called the suprachiasmatic nucleus (SCN). The SCN signals your pineal gland to start
producing melatonin. Melatonin plays a crucial role in the sleep-wake cycle. It prepares the body for sleep.
The levels of melatonin start to rise as your bedtime approaches. As the melatonin is produced, neurons in
the hypothalamus and brain stem produce a compound called GABA, which promotes relaxation and
reduces neural activity, producing a calming effect.

The brain needs to cool down before sleep so as your normal bedtime approaches, your core body
temperature begins to drop. As the night progresses, your concentration begins to waver, and maintaining
focus becomes increasingly challenging. This occurs mainly because of Adenosine, a waste product that
your brain produces throughout the day. Now this is where you would normally drink coffee. Caffeine
blocks the adenosine receptors and helps give you a temporary boost of energy.

Around 19 hours of being awake, you will experience a decline in motor skills. In fact, studies have shown
that people who have been awake for 19 hours have the similar coordination and motor skills as those who
have been drinking.

As the Sunrises, your body stops producing melatonin and produces cortisol, which prepares the body for
wakefulness. At this point, you might experience a slight change of moods. Sleep deprivation can briefly
induce a sense of euphoria, caused by production of dopamine. It, however, does notlast very long.

You will begin to
feel more anxious or agitated as Amygdala, the part of your brain responsible for processing emotions, is
not doing quite well.

Sleep is crucial for memory consolidation and for your brain to process ideas and form patterns between
them. So, when you go a whole night without sleep, you may find it hard to draw patterns between events.
Your problem-solving capacities will also take a hit.

As the number of hours without sleep grows, performance on tasks continues to decline, making people
more prone to errors and misinterpret social cues. You may also start to notice changes in their visual
perception, including trouble with depth perception and ability to accurately perceive an object's shape
and size.

Of course, one sleepless night is not going to cause much harm, rather it is quite easy for your body to
bounce back. However, chronic sleep deprivation can have severe effects. Chronic sleep deprivation has
been associated with cognitive decline, mood disorders, and a heightened risk of neurodegenerative
diseases such as Alzheimer's. Research indicates that irregular sleep patterns contribute to insulin
resistance, higher hunger hormones, and reduced energy expenditure. This combination significantly
raises therisk of obesity, type 2 diabetes, and cardiovascular disease.

The immune system follows a circadian pattern, with certain immune responses peaking during specific
times of the day. Staying up all night can suppress these responses, making you more susceptible to
infections and impairing your ability to recover from illnesses. Circadian disruptions are closely linked to
mood disorders such as depression and anxiety. Lack of sleep and irregular sleep patterns can alter the
balance of neurotransmitters in the brain, increasing the risk of mental health issues.

Staying up all night might feel like a badge of productivity or fun, but it comes at a significant cost to your
health. By respecting your circadian rhythm, you can enhance your physical and mental well-being, boost
your immune system, and reduce the risk of chronic diseases.

Cubes of Higher Dimensions

Through various forms of media such as movies, books, and magazines, we often come across ideas like
higher dimensions, parallel universes, and the multiverse. While these concepts are fascinating, they mostly
exist in the realm of theory and imagination for now. Experimental evidence for such ideas is still out of

reach, and it might remain so for along time.

But what if higher spatial dimensions did exist? How would shapes in these dimensions look like? What
unique properties would they have? In this article, I aim to explore the properties of higher-dimensional

cubes in Euclidean n-space using not-so-advanced mathematics.

Problem 1: How Many Vertices Does a Higher-Dimensional Cube Have?

For the sake of convention, let us define a 0-dimensional cube as a point, a 1-dimensional cube as a

line, and a 2-dimensional cube as a square.

Now, consider a 1-dimensional cube of unit length, represented
on the number line. It stretches from -1 to 1, with its two
endpoints serving as the vertices.

In two dimensions, a square is created by combining coordinates
(x1,x2), with each x; and x, independently taking the values 1 or
-1. This results in four distinct coordinate pairs, representing the
four vertices of the square.

Now, extend this idea to an N-dimensional unit cube. Its
Cartesian coordinates can be written as {x,, X,, X,, ..., X,} where
each x? is either -1 or 1. Since there are N coordinates, and each
can take two possible values (1 or -1), the total number of unique
combinations (and hence, the number of vertices) is 2".

Problem 2: How Many Edges in a Higher-Dimensional Cube?

Let's begin by looking at a square. A square is formed by joining
two independent lines, meaning the lines do not share any
vertices. Similarly, a cube is formed by joining two independent
squares.

This pattern suggests that an N-dimensional cube can be constructed by co
dimensional cubes. In simpler terms, an N-dimensional shape can be thought of as two smaller
shapes from one dimension lower, joined together.

Ghosted by the System

The Human brain, a masterpiece of complexity, harbors the power to create and destroy. But what happens
when a human - living in a sane society - loses his/her normality? The society where we evolve is also the
society which has its own beliefs and definitions of 'normal'. When an 'abnormal' being struggles to sustain
inside this system, the world puts a specific tag on that person, excluding him/her and labelling him/her as
possessed, under dark energy or subject to other paranormal claims.

Psychological disorders are complex phenomena that require an understanding and inclusive mindset,
which, unfortunately, is not provided at a large scale to those who are affected. Disorders such as Split
Personality Disorder, Dissociative Identity Disorder, and Schizoaffective Disorder are frequently
misconceived as paranormal conditions. This problem is not new; it has existed in society for centuries. In
the past, sufferers were thought to be possessed by the devil and burned at the stake. Others were thrown in
penitentiaries and madhouses or were chained to the walls or their beds. This misunderstanding stems from
the blurred lines between mental health and supernatural claims, perpetuated since ancient times.

Sleep paralysis and hallucinations are overviewed by society as paranormal activity - despite scientific
explanations. As spiritual context and paranormal claims have persisted in society since the Middle Ages,
they are now more readily being accepted. Consider sleep paralysis, a common condition with scientific
explanations rooted in sleep disorders. Yet, paranormal claims of demonic possession, alien visits, or
shadow people prevail, hindering acknowledgement of the actual problem and effective treatment, and, in
the process, harming not only people's lifestyle but also contributing to these misconceptions. The problem
comes with its consequences; delayed or inadequate treatment worsens the situation, increasing stigma and
social isolation - potentially leading to death. Proper diagnosis and differentiation are crucial for effective
treatment - right treatment is the path to recovery.

Exorcisms, pseudoscientific treatments, and black magic are often preferred treatments for these
paranormal situations - despite potential harm. These treatments are worth a try but should always be kept
as thelast option after all the scientific treatments have failed. It is worth considering that a 2020 report by the
Catholic Church's International Association of Exorcists suggested that 70-80% of the requested exorcisms
were unnecessary and misdiagnosed mental health conditions. Also, a 2019 report by the UK's National
Security for the Prevention of Cruelty to Children (NSPCC) states that 1500-2000 children were victims of
witchcraft-related abuse annually, often involving unnecessary 'exorcisms' or 'cleansing' rituals.

Now, let's take the case of Annelise Michel (1977), aged 23, who grew up in a devout catholic family and was
deeply religious. She began experiencing seizures, hallucinations, hearing voices, convulsions, and self-
mutilation; later they were misdiagnosed as demonic possessions. Between September 1975 and July 1976,
Annelise underwent 67 days of exorcisms, which included fasting, physical restraint, beating and sleep
deprivation. During this, Annelise lost 39 pounds, suffered from malnutrition and dehydration, developed
pneumonia and experienced broken bones and internal injuries.

This case serves as a legacy and highlights the dangers of misdiagnosing mental health issues as demonic
possession, using exorcisms as a treatment for mental illness and ignoring medical expertise in favor of
spiritual intervention. These types of cases also expose the dangers of extremist religious beliefs and the
potential for harm when faith is prioritized over human well-being. Thus, the promotion of critical thinking
must be encouraged as a crucial evaluation of supernatural claims, and understanding the importance of
separating faith from fact is the only way to differentiate and tell what requires medical help and what
requires spiritual guidance.
