What has been your contribution in the literary
world of Sanskrit?

There was a real need for a proper textbook for little
children in the West who have no other closely
related language like Hindi or other Indian languages.
Dr Narendra from the Ashram school in Pondicherry
gave me a brilliant method but it needed some
unpacking. So | started publishing books. First @mamg
but it was rather a dull text book. Then I started on the
e HEnar series. The third book is being printed now. |
usually publish 500 books. Most are used in my school
and some are used by adults across the world. | also
published two workbooks to learn the sl faft
Again using a new method to empower children to
start reading words before completing the alphabet.
This seriesis called v3-fer@-1 and 2.

What plans do you have to increase the reach of
Sanskrit as a subject globally?

My aim is make Sanskrit accessible in a light way with



a fresh approach which at the same time captures the
spirit of Sanskrit. In order to achieve this | need to
undergo training continually and so do our teachers.
There are sister schools around the world apart from
Dublin. London, Johannesburg, Sydney, Melbourne,
Trinidad, New Zealand, ... which | would like to visit
to talk to the teachers and students and help in any
way | can. There are also adults who show an interest
around the world who ask for help. Alot is learnt from
teaching adults and children. Motivational talks are
another way of promoting Sanskrit as a means of
gaining access to universal-wisdom.

What more, in your opinion, can we do for the
college magazine which is a platform for the
students to display their intrinsic talents and
creative exuberance ?

When we had a meeting a few weeks ago in your
University my plea with students from your college
was to take up an aspect of Sanskrit and research it for
the psychological and mental benefits we claim
Sanskrit gives us. Until more scientific research is
done alot of potentially interested people won't start.
They need scientific proof for its benefits. This is my
plea to Sanskrit students in Kirori Mal College,
University Of Delhi and other Universities with a
Sanskrit faculty. The study of Sanskrit grammar will
uncover new scientific discoveries as was
demonstrated by Mendeleev as he discovered the

periodic table having seen the two dimensional
Sanskrit Varnamala. Students studying science and
Sanskrit grammar will be able to unlock some of
nature's secrets. If students catch a glimpse of the
purity and simplicity from their studies they could
catch the fire of enthusiasm and the rest will follow
effortlessly.

What has really touched you about Sanskrit?

What has really touched me about Sanskrit is the way
of life associated with it. While | stayed in Delhi for
example Sanskrit students from this University looked
after the guest as ifdfiar wa was meaningful to

them. Simple words in literature are quoted a lot but
when put into practice only then do they become
meaningful. Sagar Keshri and his friends went way
beyond their duty as hosts. This was at times
embarrassing but mostly heart warming and very
touching.

Painting the Town Red

The honking cars form a constant stream of
background noise, blaring continuously to the beat of
the jostling crowds. The air being thick with the smell
of street food snacks, each vendor having its own
magnetic pull. But looking above all of the hustle the
narrow streets in Delhi are glaring with bold and
bright characters that is enough to draw the curiosity
of the masses. There's something of a street-art fever
sweeping through urban India these days. Many
groups and individuals are involved, including some
with high-minded social goals and others whose
interests are more commercial. Recently, Delhi
hosted its third ST+ART festival, a gathering of street
artists from across India and around the world who
joined hands to transform Delhi's forlorn walls into
vibrant and colourful spaces. One initiative by ST+ART
temporarily turned a cargo depot on the edge of Delhi
into a makeshift public gallery of painted shipping
containers. Primarily working within residential
neighbourhoods—they are touted with the creation
of the country's first public art district in Delhi—the
foundation has also collaborated with metro-rail
corporations to enliven transit-spaces. While ST+ART
India's experiments are evidently rooted in social
activism and urban design, they mark a significant
moment in the historic timeline of the application of
street art in cities: the initiative involves what it
believes to be a first-of-its-kind engagement between
street artists and the government.

The visionary behind the organization, Arjun Bahl says
that street art can be used for beautifying and
encouraging people to keep their surroundings clean.
It has led to a sense of ownership and preservation of
the work. While the movement has sprung up
organically, without much support from the

government, colourful murals have come to be seen
as one part of Prime Minister Narendra Modi's
Swachh Bharat campaign to clean up India's cities.
Street art is not new to India, of course. For centuries,
India has had a rich culture of wall paintings of
religious and cultural motifs. Even today, there are
many indigenous tribes who draw on their house
doorways. Then there is product advertising, social
messaging and film posters from Bollywood jockeying
for wall space. Not only this, street art is able to
liberate people from the hurdles of life as well. To
that, the living example stands in Khushi Rainbow
Home, a shelter for homeless children at the southern
edge of Delhi. Khushi means “happiness,” and 18-year
old Jasmine Sheikh is bubbling with it as she recalls
splashing the bland walls of the shelter's library with
vibrant colours. Speaking about her time living on the
capital city's streets, Jasmine says, “Whenever | drew
on wall, someone would yell at me.” Now, Jasmine not
only is allowed to draw on the walls, She's even
encouraged to. Jasmineis one of about 100 girls in the
shelter, many of whom have been rescued from
abusive work environments by child protection
agencies. After receiving instruction from some of
Delhi's most renowned street artists, the girls livened
up their reading room with images of flowers, books,
stars and planets.

The girls, with each brushstroke, felt a little more
empowered — free to express themselves in a city
where they've been treated as an urban underclass.
The girls' experience is an illustration of how artists
can partner with communities to bring change. Many
organizations like Delhi street art is working for the
same cause. They've helped turn the drab walls of
marketplaces, community centres and prisons — and

even the imposing concrete underbelly of a highway
flyover — into beaming expressions of community
spirit. Street art also seems to be good for business.
Shankar Market, in the heart of New Delhi, highlights
this fact very well. The market used to be a warren
with crumbling walls and cobwebs everywhere. It still
is a warren, but the walls shine with a dazzling
imagery of dragons and octopuses, musicians and
dancers. Shopkeepers couldn't be happier with the
result as the facelift of the market has drawn more
tourists — both Indian and foreign — and curious
onlookers. The murals draw photographers and
crowds, and boost the sales.

Then there is the collaboration with local colleges. At

Ramjas College in Delhi University, volunteers were
seen cleaning the walls and starting to transform
them into a kaleidoscope of colours. The artists say
they want to propagate the “Clean India” mission by
engaging young people around the mission of
reducing litter. As one volunteer says, “Wherever
walls have been painted and beautified, there is less
garbage.” At the same time, Budding artists learn not
just painting techniques, but also how to clean up a
place, how to negotiate a ladder and how to mop up
afterward. From anonymous underground artists to
community-based projects, these art initiatives are
break new ground in India with their bold styles and
ideas that help transform neglected spaces into lively
backdrops to the city's fast-paced lifestyle.

Krishna Sobti: The Doyenne
of Hindi Literature

The doyenne of Hindi literature Krishna Sobti reminds
me of a Persian quote:

“Na Shab, Na Shab Parastam Ki Hadise Khvaab
Goyam,
Chu Gulaame-e-aaftab, Hama Aftaab Goayam.”

Matlab, na main raat hun, na raat ki sifarish karne
wala, jo achchi baaten kahun, ki achchi nind aaye;
main to suraj ka gulaam hun, aur meri kahi baaten
suraj ki roshanijaisi hai.

| am neither like darkness of the night, nor do |
advocate it in any sense of narrating the cradle songs
which bring slumber of unawareness. Rather, | am a
devotee of Sunand what I sayis like sun shines.

To me, this quote seems to speak of Krishna Sobti
who, without any cognizance of what the world may
think of her, continues putting her words with igniting
resonance, exhilarating congruence and eternal
fragrance.

Lord Buddha once said, “What you think, you
become.” It is this thinking power through which an
individual distills his or her own vision in the
singularity of knowledge as referred to in Ken
Robinson’s monumental book ‘The Element’ as an
element which is, when recognized, blooms beyond
the horizons and the frontiers regardless of
boundaries whether erected, crumbled or collapsed.

Sobti, thus, comes into a blazing light, with an
eclipsing aura through her own way of constructing
words, phrases, and narratives in her short stories,

novels, and the recently published her autobiography.
To see a strong and active voice of someone at the age
of 92 in the present time with an indomitable spirit in
function and unflinching gusto in action is an
inspiration for millions of sensitive souls. So, one thing
is very conspicuous about her that ‘passion’ blended
with ‘concern’ to make people’s life healthy and
amiableisthe fabric Krishna Sobtiis made up of.

To her credits, she has outpoured her understanding
of life, literature and culture in her novels like
Zindaginama, Mitro Marajani, Dar Se Bichhudli,
Surajmukhi Andhere Ke, Yaaro Ke Yaar, Samay Sargam,
Ai Ladki; in short stories like Nafisa, Sikka Badal Gaya,
Badalon Ke Ghere, Bachpan; in nonfiction like Ham
Hashmat published in the masculine pseudonym
Hashmat she usedin the early phases of her life.

Her placein literature has not only been recognized as
an unshakable pillar but also been adorned with
emblematically prestigious honors like Sahitya
Akadami Award in 1980 for Zindaginama, Indian
National Academy of Letters in 1996, Padma Bhushan
by the Government of Indiain 2010 and now Jnanpith
Award in 2017 for her ‘path-breaking contribution to
Indian Literature’

Bhartiya Jnanpith’s remarks on her oeuvre which
aptly depict many aspects she has touched upon are,
in fact, the hallmarks of her literary sensibilities:

“the language used by Sobti in her writings is
influenced by Hindi, Urdu, Punjabi cultures where her
characters are always bold and daring—ready to
acceptall challenges thrown by society.”

A closer scrutiny of Sobti’s works reveals many facets.
As the surface that covers the lounge of feelings and
experiences is language, she has assimilated and
absorbed the body of language to a differently
unique stature. Along with boldly expressing about
the corruptions in the Indian government offices, she
gave a distinctive flavor to partition experiences as
well. Rebellious as she is, she has given the acute
sense of flamboyance and nonchalance to the
characters of women she delineatesin her works.

In her language, there is an admixture of the cultural
life of all the different languages she was brought up
with—Urdu, Punjabi, & Hindi. Regardless of a
background of English language in the childhood,
family members being the readers of English &
Bangali language, a Punjabi family with Urdu-literate
parents, she had a greatimpact of Satyarth Prakash, a
treatise on Vedic Hinduism by the founder of Arya
Samaj, and the Ramayan, with an extensive reading
of Hindi magazines like Vashudha and Vishal Bharat
alongside translated Bengali books in Hindi.

The confluence of all kinds of influences in the early
stages of her life, she dwelled herself to write in Hindi
language. And today she is an unflinching tower in Hindi
literature, the first woman to have won Sahitya Akadami
in 1980 and one of three even in the present time.

An article on Krishna Sobti by Nikhil Govind says about
her linguistic fertility and singularity: “hers was no
provincial nationalism of linguistic geography, but
rather a display of a mastery of technique.”

It is thus to be acknowledged here that her novel
Zindaginama is universally acclaimed as a part of
Hindi literary canon and is also known for a stunning
linguistic achievement, though written in a highly
unconventional and distinctive registers, studded
with proverbs and idioms from the unexpurgated folk
culture of Punjab.

In the orchestra of floating images of concerns in her
life, she dealt with numerous aspects like depth of
empathy, touch of ordinariness, and love for the
world. Once Ashok Bhalla described about her own

way of receiving the traumatic phases of the divide
which was unlike other thinkers and literates:
“Writers like Krishna Baldev Vaid or Bhisham Sahani
or Kamaleshwar wanted to think about partition in
terms of stories of those who were uprooted and
moved across borders, and who may or may not have
then succeeded in creating new lives. Krishna Sobati
was not interested in that. She was interested in the
life of a place, the border towns of west Punjab,
where these different languages and peoples and
local legends intersected and formed a living
civilization that had a past and could have had a future
before it was broken.”

She took inspiration from her own office for writing
about the hierarchical corrupt system of Delhi
government which she portrays in Yaaro Ke Yaar.
Whenever she felt at odds anywhere, she has been
bold enough to register her strong voice against
anything—be it the government, social issues, or
literary theft or the like. It was why she was entangled
in a court case with Amrita Pritam for a long duration
of 30 years. Though defeated in the case, she retained
her will to always protest against what she thinks is
right.

A greater part that constitutes Sobti’s ineffable range
of considerations is her women as a free-spirited
mother, or damsels, or a mother-daughter
relationship. Her female protagonists live human love
lives, sexual selves, and the complex human
relationships. Sobti’'s women take life freely even
when to act in the same spirit is not granted to them.
These all facets clearly take shape in her works from
distressful loneliness of the relentlessly independent
Ratti in Surajmukhi Andhere Ke to the mature and
wise Aranya, who steps towards companionship in
Samay Sargam or from the rustic, rough-tongued
declarations of Mitro to the silent sensuality of
Mehek Banointhe novel Dil-o-Danish.

Whenever there is a consciousness in its authentic
presence, it doesn’t much care about the
expectations of the people, institutions, governments
or the prestigious bodies. One speaks and writes,
because one feels to do so to the world perhaps to



imagine a better world where things are balanced
accordingly.

In her interview with Mr. Hiralal Nagar, Krishna Sobti’s
words define herin her own ways:

“Main apne adhikaar kshetra ki bharsak raksha karti hun
Aur Dusron ki nijata ka aadar karti hun”

“| protect, whatever is in my domain, and respect all
the things onthe other plain.”

India is a diverse country accommodating various
languages, cultures, traditions and people, and so is
its North Eastern part, popularly known as 'Seven
sisters'. But many people are not aware about the rich
culture and history of North Eastern states. It is also
the gateway to Bhutan and South East Asia. The North
Eastern population strongly condemns social evils like
casteism and dowry and promotes the idea of a
matriarchal society.The north eastern region is the
least explored and most people pre-assume things
and connect the region to various stereotypes.

The Silliguri corridor which connects the north-east
India to the main land is called 'Chicken's neck'. Sikkim
does not come under the seven sisters but is
immensely beautiful. Lepcha, Bhutia are the major
tribes here. Hinduism and Buddhism are the major
religions of Sikkim. The Mask Dance, Losoong,
Naamsoong and Dasian are some of the famous
festivals of Sikkim. The Indian footballer Baichung
Bhutia, who hails from Sikkim, is considered to be the
torch bearer of Indian football in international arena.
Sikkim is the cleanest state and has achieved 97%
sanitation.

Assam is known as the 'tea basket' of India. The major
attraction of the state is Kamakhya Temple in
Guwahati, famous for the Shakti worship. Assam is
home to tribes like, Bodo, Kachari, Karbi, and
Dimasas. Bihu is the famous festival and dance of
Assam, which is celebrated 3 times during a year,
namely Bohagbihu, Kati Bihu and Magh Bihu.
“Bagurumba” dance is a dance of BODOS during their
BWISGAU festival. The world's largest riverine island,
Majauli, is located in Assam. Singers like Zubeen Garg,
and Papon, hail from Assam, while Vivek Bora and
Rewati Chhetri are famous Assamese actors.
Recently, 'Namami Brahmaputra' festival was

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celebrated on the banks of river Brahmaputra in
March 2017.

Arunachal Pradesh is known as "The land of the Rising
Sun". From a union territory, it became the 24th state
of India in 1987. There are more than 200 tribes and
sub-tribes with diverse languages and cultures.
'Hindi' is very popular among the people and has
emerged as a link language. Other popular languages
are Nyishi, Adi and Monpa. Ita Fort, Parsuram Kund
and Brahma Kund are the major tourist attractions
here. The state shelters the Buddhists, Hindus and
indigenous religious beliefs. Tawang Monastery is the
biggest monastery of India which was constructed in
17th century. Now it is a disputed area (Sino-Indian
war 1962).Chum Darang who won 'Miss Internet' at
Miss Asia World 2017, belongs to this state.

Nagaland is a Christian majority state formed in 1963
with tribes like Aa, Chang, Chakhesang. Laterin 1967,
Nagaland Assembly adopted English as their official
language. People often communicate in 'Nagamese',
avariant of Assamese language. The Naga community
was famous for its 'head hunting' practice which was
banned during the British era. The Naga community
encourages marriage outside the social group. The
'Cock Dance' and 'Zeliang Dance' are famous dance
forms while 'Moatsu mong' and 'Bushu' are the
important festivals .The HORNBILL FESTIVAL is a
seven-day long festival of music, dance and food is
celebrated in Kohima every year in the first week of
December.

Manipur, The Jewel of India, is home to 3 main tribes,
Meities, Nagas and Kukis. Meities are mostly
Vashnavite Hindus while Nagas and Kukis follow
Christianity. There were three phases of religious and
cultural development in Manipur. The first phase was

marked by the ancient 'Sanamahism' with gods like
'Pakhangba’, in the second phase, Vaishnavite
Hinduism entered Manipur around 16th century, and
the third phase was marked by the introduction of
Christianity by William Pettigrew. The Loktak lake is
the largest fresh water lake of Manipur. Keibul Lamjao
National Park is situated on the floating land mass of
Loktak. 'Raslila' and 'Thabal Chongba' are the
traditional Meitei dances while Yaoshang, Cheiraoba
and Ningol Chakouba are the main festivals The
Kangla Fort of Imphal and the Kaina temple devoted
to Lord Krishna are the major tourist attractions. The
most famous 'Eima market' of Imphal is run solely by
women. lrom Sharmila (Political activist), Mary Kom
(Boxer) and Arambam Boby (Mr. world 2010 in
bodybuilding championship) come from Manipur.

Mizoram another beautiful state of North-East India
has a literacy rate of 90%. The various Mizo tribes
include Mara, Chakma and Pawi. English and 'Lusei
Duhlian' are the commonly spoken languages.
Mizoram is also famous for its special dance form
called'Bamboo Dance'.

Tripura, surrounded by Bangladesh on three sides,
has a great dominance of Bengali culture apart from
the various tribal ways of life. Cuisines include meat of

Fish, pork, beef, dogs and frogs. Goria, Jhum Mamita
and Bizhu dances are popular among residents. One
of the 51 Shakti Peethas is located in Tripura called
‘TRIPURA SUNDARI TEMPLE'. Deepa Karmakar from
Tripura has represented India in artistic gymnastics
2016 in Summer Olympics at Brazil. S.D. Burman, the
famous Bollywood singer belonged to Tripura.

Meghalaya literally means '"HOME OF RAIN'. The Garo,
Khasi and Jaintia are the major tribes among which
Khasi tribe has matrilineal pattern of society.
Mawsynram, the wettest place in the world is located
in this state of India. Chambil Mesara and Lahoo
dance are the folk dances of Meghalya. The major
attractions here are Shillong and Mawlynnong, which
isalso Asia's cleanest village.

Northeast India is an inseparable part of India. Its
breath taking beauty, bountiful natural resources and
numerous cultures make it very attractive. The geo-
political problems of the region, however, have
hindered its growth and development. The
Government of India is making special efforts to
promote tourism in this region for the social,
economic and cultural integration of the North-East
with the rest of India.

In
the initial developmental phase, Indian reactors were
'Boiling Water Reactors'. These reactors used Natural
Uranium as fuel and were Single Circuit Slow
Reactors. Their temperature generation capacity was
about 350 degree Celsius.

India later upgraded to Pressurized Heavy Water
Reactors, which are Double Circuit Slow Reactors.

These reactors us
fuel and have pow
MW. India in collaboration with R
Nuclear Reactor at Kudankulam
'Advanced Heavy Water Reactor' with a
generation capacity of about 1000 MW. It uses 2.3%
enriched Natural Uranium.

Institutes like BARC (Bhabha Atomic Research Centre)
and IGCAR (Indira Gandhi Centre for Atomic




Research) are working on 'Fast Breeding Test
Reactors' which don't only generate energy, but also
produce enriched fuel for other reactors. India has
world's largest Thorium reserves. With FBTR reactors,
Thorium can be excited to Uranium and further
energy can be produced, which is a commendable
achievementinitself.

After Pokhran-I Nuclear Bomb Test in 1974, which
made India the first non-UNSC country to conduct its
own nuclear weapons' test, making rest of the world
thrilled. These countries conceived Nuclear Suppliers
Group in 1975 to check the International nuclear
proliferation. This imposed a lot of sanctions on India.
In the aftermath, Canada refused to continue the
development of two Nuclear Reactors in Rajasthan
and left the project unfinished. India was being
alienated and was forced to carry forward its nuclear
program on its own. It is said that each and every nut
and bolt was builtindigenously for the purpose.

India is now working on converting its 3rd generation
Nuclear Reactors to 4th Generation, which includes
integrated Nuclear Waste Management. After getting
isolated again from the world after 1998 Pokhran-II
Nuclear Experiment, India realized its potential.
Hence, today we have indigenously built Nuclear-
Tech which is World Class in character. Many research

teams from various countries come to
our magnificent progress. While spreading wing
ambition, we are planning to satisfy 25% of our
energy demands with Nuclear Energy by 2050.

With India's rising image in the world, it was made an
official partner in International Thermonuclear
Experimental Reactorin 2007, which is world's largest
magnetic confinement plasma physics experiment. It
is basically a Nuclear Fusion Reactor, which aims to
contain the energy released when two nuclei fuse
with each other at tremendously high temperatures
in a highly concentrated magnetic field. There exists a
similar, but small, facility for nuclear fusion in India for
research purposes.

When the increasing competition among the
countries to secure the sources of energy continues,
India stands firmly confident to quench the energy
needs of its citizens. Today's age of 'reverse
globalization' serves us a golden opportunity to
expand our markets while countries like the US sink
theirs. If we realize this, we won't only be able to lead
the world in nuclear technology, but will also be able
to teach the world about the same.

India has become an inspirational case study for the
world and, if anything is left to be achieved, then it is
nothing but 'dominance' overthe world.

Chemistry in Defence Services

Chemistry is one of the most important branches of
science and most of us are familiar with its various
concepts which are applicable in our daily life through
our brothers, friends or parents. So, this article will
give some brief idea about the use of chemistry in
defence forces gadgets, weapons, safety equipments
and their compositions. As we all believe on our
defense personnel and they believe on these various
provided helps in the form of weapons, their uses and
its training to use them efficiently and to their best.

Starting with the basic weapon i.e., bullets, mostly
made up of “Lead” as it is very dense (provides high
mass), cheap, easy to obtain and most important,
melts at low temperature which helps in the
fabrication of bullets and followed by its partner the
“bullet jackets”, made up of 'Kevlar' which is a
polymer of poly-Para-phenyleneterephthalamide
which is very fine and strong for penetration. Now
coming to the very much harming weapons including
“Dynamite”, made up of 'Nitroglycerin' which is highly
poisonous explosive liquid, on the list next comes
various types of grenades. First one is explosive one,
made up of ANFO (Aluminum nitrate fuel oil), second
includes Tear gas grenades, made up of pepper
sprayer capsicum spray or sometimes contains acyl
chlorides, these are called Riot controlling agent.
Third type of grenade is called Smoke bomb grenade,

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contains oxidizer (potassium chlorate, KCIOs), Fuel
(Sugar) and a moderator in the form of NaHCOs.Now
coming to the mass destruction

Weapons(MDW) namely RDX(O2NNCH,)s, white
solid, very explosive and very much similar to HMX
and recently INDIA has prepared CL-20 explosive
which is Nitra-amine class of explosive 15 times as
powerful as HMX and HMX is itself 4 times as
powerful as RDX.

Sometimes mission demands to be tackled in night
vision and this need is done by Night vision goggles,
made up of image intensifier tube made up of
Phosphorous, Gallium arsenide and a great kit is also
provided to various security staff members called
CKDE (Chemical kit for detection of explosive), it is
very compact, low-cost, handy kit and detects the
explosive using some color reaction.

All this has been provided to our Armed Forces by
DRDO (Defence Research and Development
Organization) and some agencies of various other
countries including USA, France, Russia, China, Japan
etc. Still, we have lots of these stuffs and right now
researches are going on to make them new and better
and we all anticipate their efforts and salute to our
Jawans.

A Comparative Study of
Petrol and Diesel

Petroleum is a basic natural fuel. It is a dark greenish
brown, viscous mineral oil, found deep in earth's
crust. It is mainly composed of various hydrocarbons
(like straight chain paraffin, cycloparaffin or
naphthene, olefins and aromatics) together with
small amounts of organic compounds containing
oxygen, nitrogen and sulphur. It is often referred as
the “black gold”. Petrol and diesel is refined product
of petroleum consisting of a mixture of hydrocarbons,
additives, and blending agents. The composition of
petrol and diesel varies widely, depending on the
crude oils used, the refinery processes available and
the product specifications. Petrol is mainly used to
run lighter vehicles such as cars, motor bike while
dieselis mainly used heavy vehicles.

About 70% of diesel is consumed for transportation
and 30% of it is utilized for other non- transport
activities. In Delhi, with increasing population
(between 2004-05 and 2011-12) increased number of
vehicles are there on the roads (the number of
vehicles increased nearly 70%) due to which the air
quality of the city has been degraded.

In recent years the concern about exhaust emissions
from motor vehicles has increased. Recently, there
has been much debate about which fuel, diesel or
petrol, is the cleanest in terms of exhaust emissions.
In terms of motor fuel, diesel is more efficient, giving
almost 1.5 times the fuel efficiency of petrol. Both
petrol and diesel produce carbon monoxide (CO),
carbon dioxide (CO,) and nitrogen oxide (NO) during
combustion.

Nitrogen oxides and particular matter can cause life
threatening diseases such as respiratory diseases,
lung cancer, and heart problems. CO, is a greenhouse
gas, and contributes to global warming. Thus, an
increase in diesel cars at the expense of petrol cars
could have important implications on urban air
quality, smog formation, global warming and other
environmentalissues.

Note: Use of catalytic convertors has significantly
reduced the amount of CO, NO, from petrol engines.

To replace the polluting fuels (petrol and diesel),
alternative fuels are currently being developed, for
example compressed natural gas (CNG), liquified
petroleum gas (LPG), hydrogen, alcoholic fuels and
battery-operated vehicles. In conclusion, to produce a
cleaner environment for all to live and work in, the
development of alternative, cleaner and sustainable
fuelsis essential.
