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Kirori Mal College is a premier institution with highly qualified academicians, imparting education
in diverse fields.

Similarly, Kirori Mal College Hostel has been a home to various
celebrities and dignitaries who have played important roles at national and international levels
such as Shri Amitabh Bachchan, Shri Naveen Patnaik, Shri Kulbhushan Kharbanda, Shri Sushant
Singh etc. The Hostel is situated within the college campus between the college building and large
sports complex.

RULES AND PROCEDURE FOR ADMISSION / READMISSION
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Admission to the Hostel is given on the basis of the academic merit. Residents of Delhi will not be
provided the hostel. Only those students who do not have their parents residing within the radius
of 40 kilometres of the Kirori Mal College are eligible for admission. Students coming from Delhi
statellite towns i.e., Faridabad, Gurugram, Noida, Loni, Kundli, Ghaziabad, Bahadurgarh, Sonipat
etc. will not be considered for admission. Admission to the Hostel cannot be claimed as a matter of
right by any student admitted to the College or even by those who have been residents in the
preceding years.

1st year undergraduate students who wish to apply for the hostel, are required to submit the
prescribed application form duly completed in all respects to the Hostel Office as per the
Admission Schedule. Only under exceptional circumstance and with the prior permission of the
Principal and the Warden, the date for submission of the application forms will be extended for
all applicants. They are required to appear before the Hostel Admission Committee in person
with all the original certificates and documents for a personal interaction which will be held in
the Warden’s office. The list of the selected students will be notified on the notice board of the
hostel. The selected students will be required to deposit the hostel fees by the given date and
time, failing which the offer of admission will stand, cancelled.

For 1%t year students, the marks on which the admission has been secured in the College will
only be considered for admission into the hostel.

The percentage of seats available for the reserved categories (SC/ST, Physically Challenged,
Sports persons, Foreign students, etc.) is as per the University and College rules. At present the
reservations is as follows: - SC-15%, ST-7.5%, PwBD-5%, Sports-1%, foreign students and others
as per the University rules. One seats will be allotted to Prime Minister’s scholarship scheme.
One seat may be allotted to student belonging to Sikkimese Students nominated by Govt. Of
Sikkim and duly forwarded by Vice-Chancellor, Delhi University.

Subjects to the availability of seats, a few day scholars in the 2nd and 3rd year of their courses
of study may be considered for hostel admission. The minimum qualifying marks for such
consideration remain, 7.0 CGPA for Humanities and 7.5 CGPA for Science and Commerce
subjects.

Seats in Post-Graduate Previous Course will be given on the basis of CUET(PG) obtained score
seats will be allotted(s) to each programme/department.

If it is found at any point of time that a student has secured admission to the Hostel by
furnishing wrong information (forged mark-sheets/documents, etc.) or by concealment of

any relevant information regarding hostel/college admission rules, his admission will be




cancelled forthwith. If any resident is found to be forging Parent's/local guardian's signature, he
shall be expelled from the hostel.
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All the previous year residents, who have been promoted to the next class, are required to seek
readmission.

They should apply within ten days of the reopening of the College or immediately after
declaration of their University results, whichever is later, failing which they will forfeit their
claim for admission to the Hostel.

They are required to fill up a fresh application form for readmission and also present himself
for verification of documents before the Hostel Admission Committee.

For readmission to the Hostel in 2" year / 3™ year, the minimum CGPA required for different
courses are as follows:

1. All Science and Commerce Courses- 7.5 CGPA

il. All Arts Courses - 7.0 CGPA

A relaxation of 0.5 in CGPA may be given to students admitted on the basis of

Sports/SC/ST/PwBD/Foreign students quota. Any Student who has not secured clear pass
position i.e., has E.R. in any paper or has been detained because of shortage of attendance or

any disciplinary action taken against him will not be readmitted in 2nd or 3rd year in the hostel.

For readmission to Hostel in 2nd Year, the average of 1st & 2nd semester and for 3rd year, the

average of 3rd & 4th semester shall be calculated.

It was also decided that in case of a tally of CUET score marks of applicants for a hostel seat in
any undergraduate course, the following preferential order should be followed in the
descending order:

a. Percentage of 12 class result.

b. Percentage of 10t class result.

c. Aerial distance between Kirori Mal College Hostel and the native place of the
applicant.

d. Date of birth of the applicant.



viii.  Readmission to the Hostel may be denied in any subsequent year of study in the College if

i. the resident/ student has failed, got "Essential Repeat", dropped out or has been
detained because of shortage of attendance.

ii. There is a record of disciplinary action against him for any act of omission,
violation of the Hostel Rules, breach of Hostel discipline, act of wanton
vandalism, deliberate mischief or non-payment of Hostel dues on time.

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HOSTEL MESS:

The Hostel has excellent mess facilities, quality of food. The mess is run on a no profit-no loss
basis through a Mess Committee consisting of the residents and under overall supervision of the
Hostel Warden. Being a voluntary body, its basic function is to provide best possible food under
hygienic conditions to all the residents. In case of any emergency, the Hostel administration is
always there to assist the students. Any major change in the functioning of the hostel mess shall
always be decided by proper deliberations under warden’s convenorship. In connection with the
functioning of the mess the following norms have to be duly observed:

(i) All residents are required to take their meals in the dining hall during the hours fixed by the
Mess Committee. Membership to the mess is compulsory for every resident of the Hostel.

(ii) Meals will not be served outside the dining hall except in the case of illness. In no case,
utensils will be taken out of the Kitchen/Dining hall premises.




HOSTEL ASSOCIATION

The Hostel has a Students Association consisting of President, General Secretary, Cultural
Secretary, Mess Secretaries, Sports Secretary and Health and Sanitation Secretary. The basic
purpose of the association is to promote academic, cultural and co-curricular atmosphere of the
hostel. The annual budget for various functions shall be decided in the formal meeting of the
Association chaired by the warden. All hostel activities are voluntary and any element of coercion
by an individual or group of students would be treated as a case of gross violation of hostel norms
and discipline. The hostel firmly believes that force or compulsion has no place in a civil society.
Hostel magazine is brought out by the hostellers.

MEDICAL

The students of the college are compulsorily members of the Health Centre, maintained by
University of Delhi. A medical box and a First Aid Kit are maintained in the Hostel.

BANKING

There is a Branch of Punjab National Bank in the college premises, where students can open
account and avail themselves of the various services offered by the bank.

COMMON ROOM

The Hostel Common room presently gives a completely renovated look. All furniture has been
recently introduced in a completely new form. Facilities for table tennis, carron board along with
television viewing, provides it a fresh new look suited to the basic needs and expectation of the
residents. However, it is the responsibility of the residents to keep the common room neat and
clean through Cultural secretary. The Common Room timing are from morning 6:00 a.m. to 9:00
a.m. & Evening from 2:00 p.m. to 11:30 p.m.

ADMISSION WITHDRAWAL FROM HOSTEL

A resident who wishes to leave the Hostel is required to give advance notice in writing to the
Warden. He must get a clearance certificate from the Warden in this regard. In case of withdrawal
after winter vacation, only mess charges and security deposit will be refunded. The Hostel security
deposits will be refundable only after the room has been vacated. The payment will be made
through cheque only after receipt of a request on the prescribed application form and after
deducting the cost of breakage and outstanding dues, if any. Security money has to be claimed
within one year after leaving the Hostel; otherwise, the same will lapse to the Hostel’s account. In
case of withdrawal, the annual charges will not be refunded. However, monthly charges will be
retained only up to the month in which withdrawal is sought. It is calculated from the date an

application Is submitted to the Warden for withdrawal of admission.

It is the responsibility of every resident to collect the pay in slip from the Hostel office and
clear the dues by the stipulated date. If any Hostel dues remain unpaid by the stipulated
date, a late fee of Rs 20 per day for the first fortnight and Rs. 50 per day for another
fortnight shall be charged. If a resident fails to clear his dues within one month of the date
fixed by the Warden, he will be liable to disciplinary action including cancellation of his
Hostel seat. It is suggested that parents should send semester Hostel dues by RTGS directly

to the Hostel Office account in the favour of the Warden Kirori Mal College Hostel, Delhi.

Rules of Conduct and Regulations

All applicants should read the rules and regulations carefully and undertake to
abide by them.

1.

Hostel is a special facility and a privilege. Every resident is expected to
conduct himself with discretion, pursue his studies sincerely and attend his
classes regularly. Failure to do so shall be deemed as breaking hostel norms
and discipline.

All entrants to the Hostel are allotted double/triple seated rooms. There
are no single seater rooms in the Hostel.

A student must join the hostel within two weeks of the date of his
admission to the Hostel. Any resident who fails to occupy the allotted room
within the stipulated period or remains absent for more than a month after
taking possession of his room shall cease to be a resident of the Hostel.
Hostel resident is not allowed to exchange his room or his room partner
without the prior written permission of the warden.

Each resident will be responsible for the furniture and fixtures provided to
him in his room. Damages if any shall be borne by him. He must switch off
the electric connections when not in his room.

Residents are expected to keep their rooms and their surroundings tidy
and not disfigure the walls etc. They are accountable for any misuse,
damages, or loss of any hostel property.

Smoking is strictly prohibited in the Hostel. Consumption of liquor and of
any contraband drug is strictly prohibited in the Hostel. Anyone found or
reported guilty of contravening this regulation will be required to vacate
the Hostel immediately.

The Principal/Warden or any person authorized by the warden has the
right to enter any room at any time as and when he deems it necessary. He
can get any room opened even in the absence of the resident.

No resident is allowed to have unauthorized guests and visitors in his
room. It will be treated as a serious misconduct for which disciplinary
action, including expulsion from the hostel, may be taken. However, a
resident may keep a guest for a maximum period of two days with the prior
written. Permission of the warden but the same person cannot be the
guest of any other resident thereafter.

10. All residents are required to vacate their rooms within 2 days of

completion of the annual university examinations, failing which they will be
liable to disciplinary action. They are advised to leave the hostel only after
properly handing over the charge of their rooms and the furniture and




fixtures therein to the hostel office. They must remove their personal
belongings and keep them with their local guardians. However, at their
request and risk, some arrangement can be made to keep their luggage in
the college hostel premises. In case of non-compliance, the
Principal/Warden is authorized to remove their belongings in the room if
any, and put an official lock. Residents must collect a Room Vacation Slip,
failing which they will be liable to disciplinary action and they would not be
admitted to the Hostel in the next year even if otherwise eligible. The slip
has to be produced at the time of readmission and its photocopy to be
attached with the form claiming refund of the Hostel security amount.
Readmission will not be considered without Room Vacation Slip.

11. In the case of withdrawal or forfeiture, the annual charges will not be
refunded. Any resident who leaves the hostel without information will be
charged the room rent and other charges up to the end of the term in
which application for withdrawal is made.

12. The Hostel common room will remain closed between 11.30 p.m. and 6
a.m. However, it will remain closed between 9.00 p.m. and 8.00 am from
1%t April till the completion of annual examinations. Thereafter, it will be
closed during the vacation period.

13. Students have to report back to the hostel latest by 11 p.m. every day

14. Students have to inform in writing to the hostel administration even if
they are leaving the hostel for a day. Students have to inform rejoining also
in writing. In case, information in writing is not received by the hostel
office, disciplinary action may be taken against the defaulter.

15. Residents shall not ride bicycles, scooters and motor cycles in the Hostel
corridors.

16. Ragging in any form and abetment of ragging is strictly prohibited under
ordinance XV- Ragging B and XV-C of Delhi University Act. It constitutes an
act of gross indiscipline which is punishable by the college and the
University. Strict actions as per rule will be taken against students found
guilty of ragging.
