No. of Awards won in NCC:
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Major Activities during the year in the sphere of extension activities and Institutional Social
Responsibility-

1) CHANDRAWAL AWARENESS RALLY 2017 —

The objective of the rally was to spread the message of awareness among the slum
dwellers that cleanliness is next to godliness, by way of sensitizing and educating the
children, youth and aged people living in the slums area on various aspects of
cleanliness and societal values.

Cadets interacted with petty shopkeepers, pan sellers, barbers, cobblers, dhaba
owners, tea sellers, vegetable vendors, hawkers and explained to them the importance

of clean surrounding and personal hygiene.

Announcement was made to people living in the slum to avoid use of plastic and
polythene bags so as to reduce the quantity of garbage and suggested people to store
the garbage in dustbin so that it can be separated to make compost and manure.
